6. All entries to be registered with the Welsh Pony and Cob Society of New
Zealand Inc in either the Pure bred stud book or Part Bred register and in the case
of foals, to be cligible for registration..

7. Inall classes where applicable the name of the pony, age, sire, dam and
Studbook number shall be given on the entry form. Those stallions and
Geldings over the age of three (3) years with temporary numbers will not be
Eligible for entry. Ponies registered as geldings must be gelded. Stallions must
Be fully registered and not on colt papers.

8. When an animal has been duly entered and catalogued in any class the
Substitution of another animal will not be permitted.

9. Judging will commence at 9.00am unless otherwise stated. Entrants not
Present for judging at the commencement of the class will not be admitted
for judging.
